THE HISTORY OF A A. IN BUFFALO, NEW YORK

Parts of this history were taken from a tape recording by Vince M. on Fathers Day June, 291!1 1971, and later transcribed to paper by

_an unknown source, This article was edited for content ‘and clarity by the Archives of WNY., The ong:nal Vince M. document
remains untouched in the WNY Archwes

My name is Vince M. and I am an Alcoholic I thought it only proper to record on tape, the
history of A.A in the city of Buffalo, N.Y. In the early part of 1941, an article appeared in
the Saturday Evening Post written by Jack Alexander and was en’oﬂed *The Freed. Slaves of
Drink — Now They Free Others.” The story told about a group of men meeting in a hospital
room in Philadélphia. Three men sitting around the hospital bed of a sick, deep-fogged

alcoholic. Anyone in A.A. can read it, for it is today the oldest pamphlot published by A.A."
World Services. - -

In response to that article, four people in the city of Buffalo wrote letters to the New York
Office inquiring about Alcoholics Anonymous. Helen Hock, the then secretary of A.A. in
New York, responded by sending hand written letters to the four. In her letters she referred

them to a doctor’s office or the Fa.mﬂy Services Socwty located on Elmwood and Bidwell
Parkway in Buffalo. '

The New York Office, at that time was contacting other cities around the country, sending
letters to Family Services Societies advising them to use their “good offices” and their

knowledge and experience for amyone who wished -any mformahon about Alcohohcs
" Anonymous. ' - '

A “Blg Book” was mailed to the Family Services Society in Buffalo. -The Society thon
contracted with a psychiatrist in Buffalo, Dr. Sam Y., who was also given a copy of the “Big
Book.” The Doctor scheduled his AA “therapy classes” to be held in his home and some in
his office at a cost of from five to ten dollars per visit.

The wife of Bob C., one of the four people who wrote New York, when informed of the
charge per visit, sentd eomplaining letter to New York stating that A.A. was a fraud. She
reminded New York that as was stated in the Saturday Evening Post article there were to be.
dues or fees for AA membership. A copy of that letter was immediately sent to Dr. Bob, the
co-founder of AA in Akron, Ohio. Dr. Bob contacted Ernie C. in Cleveland, who had six
months sober, and was soon to. be transferred to Buffalo by his company. He was told of the
four people attending these “therapy classes™ and was asked to investigate. Ernie moved to.
his new Buffalo address, 358 Davidson Si, and one Thursday night set out to ws1t the
doctors® office with his copy of the “Big Book.” '

He was met by a nurse who recorded his porsona.l information and asked who referred him
and was charged-five dollars. There were eight people at this meeting, six men and two
women and Bob C. was among them. Emie C. recogrized him from Dr. Bob’s description.
During the “therapy session” the doctor spoke of “Chapter Five”. No “Big Book” was seen;

he evidently memorized the passage. After the session was over, Emnie met with the others
outside the building and discussed what had taken place at the meeting. Ernie mentioned the
- letter Bob’s wife had written to New York about the fees collected by the doctor. Later that
night the men decided to have a meeting at Amie’s home. They learned that the New York
Office had contacted the Family Service Society of Buffalg, and asked them to help provide,
services to anyone seeking help from Alcoholics Anonymous. It was also stated that, under
~ no vircumstances would these professionals charge any fe€s to alcoholics who sought help.

The “therapy sessions” at the doctor’s office were discontinned. The date was Apnl 8, 1941,
the first meeting of Alcoholics Anonymous in Buffalo, N'Y.

The group met at Arnie’s Home until they outgrew the small ré6m -and then moved toa
church on West Ferry Street in Buffalo. In the summer of 1942, a member of AA suggested
_the group move into his funeral home fermeehngs at 299 Highland Avenue. -

On November 15, 1944, the Blg_‘fala Evenzng News Wrote _the first article about Alcoholies
Anonymous. It stated..

. 140 Alcohohcs Join Group in Four Years

“In less than four years Aleoholics Anonymous has obtained the membership of 140 in the
Buffalo Area. The three AA Groups announced today in a statement commemorating the
tenth Anmiversary of the founding of the. movement to restore Alcoholics to a happy and
normal life. Three meetings are held twice a week at 95 Johnson Park, 2387 Fillmore
Avenue, and and 116 Tremont Street in North "Tonawanda. Of the 140 members, 67 have
been successful in leading a life of sobriety for over 6 months, 28 of the 67 for over 1 year

and 13 well over two years, the joint statement declared. The remaining members are on
their way to ahappy and successﬁ.ﬂ life,”

A Toronto man named Doug W after attendmg meetings in Buffalo, started the first meetmg
in Toronto. A man by the name of Mike P., while on a tertible’ drunk somewhere in New
Germany, as it was called, stopped in a speak easy” and found a recent copy of the Buﬁ'alo
_Evening News classified section and cut out ap article from the personal column that stated -
anyone having a drinking problem should contact a certain telephone number. Weeks later
~ Mike found the article and made the call. He came to Buffalo with his wife and met with
Tom McG. at the Ellicott Square Building. After several meetings with Tom McG., Mike
- arranged with the owners of the 1.O,B.E. Hall in Poit Colburn, Ontario to have AA. meetmgs
there. This was the very first Canadlan meeting in our N1agara ‘Frontier Area.

Well friends; today is Sunday, Fathers Day June 29", 1971. The City Court Group, which is
my home group, is holding its 17" Annual Breakfast meeting. I am coming to the end of this
tape and it is my wish to-all who listen to it, that you remember as long-as alcohol is made
there are people who drink it and there will be problems with the alcoholic.

Today, we as AA members, have a responsibility to those who still suffer. We need to
" temeimber “what we ‘were like, what happened and what we are like now”, - One Day At A
Time.

But my
sponsor pointed out some thirigs that could qualify as assets. She also

reminded me that we are sick people trymg to get better, NOT bad people trymg
to get good.

So if you are stalled on ﬁnishing'your 4th gsk God fof help, find someone you
trust and get it over with. I found that a great weight was lifted and Gods grace
and peace entered my life. And I never have to revisit those wrongs (except to

make amends), but can focus on bemg the best person I can be TODAY — One
Day At A Time.

My Moment of Truth

I am an alcohplic. Thanks be to the grace of God and Alcoholics Anonymous, over 32
years of continuous sobriety has been mine to enjoy.

When | was first drying-out, | found-myself.at- AA-for-the. second-time -around; followm,:,

my brief visit about a year prior. | could not and would not admit or accept the reality that |

I am an aléoholic. Regular and frequent atteridance at meetings, both closed and open,
and the loving patience of many people in our fellowshipand the grace of God kept me
dry for many weeks. There was-an old-timer back then, Ralph T., well known in our
fellowship at the time and generally well liked and. loved. Followmg one of those early
closed meetings, Raiph said to me; "Mel, when you admit that you are an alcoholic, |

want to be there.” | thought to myself but did not say it; “Sure Ralph, in a plgs gye 'l
-ever say | am an alcoholic.”

'A few weeks after that brief interchange with Ralph T., | was attending a speaker -
meeting at the Serenity Group. Back in those days, we. .usually had 3 meetings — the -
meeting before the meeting, the meeting, and then the meeting, after the meeting. Aggie
K. was the speaker and there were about 40 people in attendance. During Aggie’s lead,

. she shared how; for a long time, she could not admit and accept the fact that she was an
- alcoholic. Then, one day, the thought.came to her, that God had forgiven her and, if she

could not and would not forgive herself, was she not , then, putting herself before God?

That, dear friends, was my moment of truth. | thought, my God, that is exactly what | was
doing! For a few moments, it was as though there was no one else in the room but Aggie
and myseif, and, though it was Aggie’s voice, it was not Aggie, but God Himself .
speaking fo me — my moment of truth. After Aggie completed her lead, everyone left the
room and went upstairs for coffee and the meeting after the meeting. | stayed there
alone and cried my eyes out. At the tims, | did not understand the flood of tears and
emotion. Since then; | have come to understand that there was a lot going on with me at
that instant. A goodly part of it was grief over the loss of what | thought was a dear
friend, lover, mentor, higher power — baoze. | was about to make a commitment, to
myself, to God ‘and to AA. | was about to verbalize to myself and others the fact that | am
-glceholic - step 1, if you will. Following the flood of emotion, | regalned my.composure ' -

“and went.upstairs to join the group for coffee and the meeting after the meeting.’] sought
out Ralph T, and sat directly opposite him, face to face, eyeball to eyeball. Now Ralph
had the well deserved reputation for handing out zingers to people from time to time. For
the first time in.my life, | said to Ralph, and the others around; “Ralph; | aman alcoholic.”
I fully expected and deserved one of Ralph's zingers — something like — “I've known that
for a long time, what took you so long?” But he did not say that. Instead, he held out his -
hand and shook mine and said; “Welcome Mel, | am one too.” Others around did the
same thing. It was a few moments of great joy, almost like rejoicing. For a fleeting

- Instant, | felt as though the hand of God had touched me and embraced me. That, my
dear friends in-our fellowship, was my experience with step 1 — “We admitted that we

were powerless over alcohol ~ that our lives had become unmanageable.” ..

- -As an addendum to the foregoing, please realize that my journey, over the years, has
consisted of continuing practice of our twelve steps. In the beglnmng, it was absolutely
essentlal, for my recovery, that these steps be taken in order, as they are written, without
any madifications or adjustments. Prayér, the ‘Big Book', the 12 and 12, counsel of

sponsors and many meetmgs was, and still is, indispensable.
