Very frequently the machinemisseda box
which was sealedand sentempty to the automatedshippingmachine.Thus,emptyboxesare sentto re-
tailers. The retailersare upset, customersatisfactiondeclined, the shipping and handling costs of re-
placing the emptieswere rising and companyprofits are declining. The CEO called togetherhis engi-
neeringstaff and demandeda solution. Finally an expensivehigh tech scaleis purchasedthat weighs
eachrow of boxesprior to packing.If the row doesn'tmeetthe correctweight the productionline stops,
an alarmsounds,anda technicianfrom the machinemaintenancedepartmentis called. After the tech
identifies and removesthe empty everythingstartsup - till the next"empty" comesalong. Within a few
weeksthe retailersare no longer getting empties,customersatisfactionrises,and profits wereon theup-
swing.
